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A Report on Two Surveys Concerning English Learning
at NIFS in Kanoya

Abstract

The course of study of foreign languages at NIFS in Kanoya has been decided for
1992 as follows : English I (3 units), English1I (3 units), Englishll (3 units), English
Conversation I (1.5 units), English Conversation I (1.5 units), English Conversation
Il (1.5 units), German (3 units), French (3 units). The students are required to take
nine units before graduation.

In order to more effectively teach students entering NIFS in Kanoya, it is impor-
tant to have information concerning their present English ability and their background
in English in junior high school and high school. Two surveys have been conducted for
this purpose.

The first survey evaluates students attitudes towards learning English. The sec-
ond survey, a written test of English, measures their ability.

Since English is an international language spoken throughout the world, English
instruction at higher institutions should aim at heightening students’ reading abilities
and communicative competence. In other words, students should be able to use English
effectively in the real world.
